Discussion Group Assignment

You have signed up to lead a discussion on a particular date for a specific section of the reading. It is not your responsibility to talk for a long time; rather, it is your group’s responsibility to carry the conversation via your prompts.  

Two pieces of writing are to be typed for the date of your discussion group.  When it is your turn to lead a discussion group on a section of the novel, you will need to have completed the following work:

· A set of ten critical discussion questions (non-objective, not quiz questions)

Each question ought to be able to facilitate a couple minutes of thorough discussion.  Do not simply ask about what happens in the novel.  Ask about things such as how events in the novel express thematic qualities or larger opinions of the author. Ask as well about the audience’s opinions and responses to particular events and ideas of the novel.

· A one-page paper identifying the most noteworthy and meaningful aspects of the section (informal, but not a summary)

In this paper, focus your attention on a few key parts of your reading and explain their significance.  Make sure to offer personal opinions and interpretations of specific pieces of the story.  It might not be formatted like a formal essay or require citations.  However, the level of insight and imagination should be the same.
