Director’s Note

How to Succeed in Business Without Really Trying is a musical with music and lyrics by Frank Loesser and book by Abe Burrows, Jack Weinstock, and Willie Gilbert, based on Shepherd Mead's 1952 book of the same name. The story is the tale of young, ambitious J. Pierrepont or “Ponty” Finch who, with the help of the book How to Succeed in Business Without Really Trying, rises from a window washer to top executive in the World Wide Wicket Corporation. “Ponty” is both amazingly intuitive and intelligent yet also very obtuse. Fortune is with him, however, and he manages to be incredibly successful while meeting his future wife and a host of entertaining characters.


The musical, starring Robert Morse & Rudy Vallee, opened at the 46th Street Theatre on Broadway in October 1961 and ran for 1,417 performances. The show won seven Tony Awards, the New York Drama Critics Circle award, and the 1962 Pulitzer Prize for Drama. In 1967, a film based on the musical was released by United Artists, with many of the original cast recreating their roles. A 1995 revival was mounted at the same theatre as the original production (now named the Richard Rodgers Theatre) ran for 548 performances and starred Matthew Broderick and Megan Mullally. A 50th anniversary Broadway revival directed and choreographed by Rob Ashford and starred Daniel Radcliffe and John Larroquette opened on March 27, 2011, at the Al Hirschfeld Theatre and ran for 473 performances.


The show is a comedic take on the business world of the early 60’s. The World Wide Wicket Corporation features young executives desperately trying to rise in the business community and young secretaries looking for husbands so that they can quit work and become stay at home wives and mothers. Caricatures of all types appear in the show. The lazy relative, the enterprising executive, the wearied and ineffectual executive, the “yes” men and their secretaries, who if given half a chance, could run the company easily. This visit to the business world of the 60’s will serve as an entertaining and nostalgic visit to a time gone by and a fun reminder of a world not too far away.  Enjoy!
