The following spaces will be closed for public use this school year:

Minimal community spread of illness, planning, prevention, mitigation, education, hygiene, cleaning, monitoring diseases, limit large

All adults including staff will be required to wear face coverings

Current CDC guidelines recommend students over age two wear face coverings. We understand that this may not be appropriate
for many of our early childhood students. We will continue to encourage our children to wear masks, but will not force them to do so
if they are not able.

Arrival/dismissal takes place at exterior doors

Follow district sick policy and tracking of symptoms for students and staff

Increase outdoor learning opportunities

Increased hand washing and hygiene education across learning environments and programs (i.e. playgrounds, bathrooms,home
visits etc)

For safety and security, we will implement staggered assigned drop off and pick up times for our tuition-based full-day classes.
Families will be surveyed to determine these times.

All meetings will take place virtually.

spread is minimal enough that it is safe to go in homes, we will still offer virtual visits based on




the health needs of the family and the parent educator.

e Increased use of family learning materials and consumable materials (will reduce the number of
items brought into the home)

e Health precautions listed in the purple section above will also be followed on home visits.

Play-based screening e Screenings will be held in person at the Early Childhood Center or virtually based on level of
community spread.

e |f screenings occur in person, there will be a limit of one adult per student participating in
screening; siblings will no longer be permitted.

e Virtual screening will still be an option for families, even if we are offering in person screenings
during this plan.

e Health precautions listed above will still be followed in screening

Partners In Play (PIP) Classes may or may not be held depending on the level of community spread.
Limited classes will be offered with a reduction in class size.

Health precautions listed above, including symptom check, will still be followed in PIP.
Child care will no longer be provided.

We will limit one adult per family attending the in person class.

Minimal to moderate spread of community iliness, social distancing, monitoring symptoms, contact tracing, face coverings for some,

Preschool Programs e Preschool general education classrooms will be running with smaller class sizes so we can
practice social distancing.

Kids Morning Out e ECSE and KMO classrooms already run at lower classroom sizes so they do not need to be
reduced. Additionally, we are limiting the number of peer models in our ECSE classrooms to

Early Childhood Special help keep class sizes lower this year.

Education

Listed below is the process we will be using to reduce the size of our general education
classrooms. We anticipate starting the school year in Plan B. Parents will receive additional
information with a survey to let us know of their intent to return to school for the 20-21 school
year. We ask for notification of intent to return by July 24. Families will be notified of final class
placement by August 7.

e Limit the class sizes utilizing the guidelines listed below:
1. Divide the class in half if space and staffing allow.
2. Look at square footage and layout of the room to see if it can safely hold




students while social distancing.

3. Explore alternate classroom assignments (i.e. sessions and days, etc.).

4. There will be an ongoing review and adjustments of class enroliment.

5. On a section by section basis, we may ask families to volunteer to stay home
during Plan B and we would hold their spot until we return to Plan A.

6. As alastresort, on a section by section basis, we would ask families to stay
home during Plan B.
